2 Victoria Rd: wall built without planning permission and retrospective permission was being sought. We are objecting on the grounds that the new wall encroaches on the highway, the pillars jut out and are dangerous and the wall is unsightly. David wrote and the reply was that the legal position was being looked into. David will again contact the planning officer for an up-date.

11-15 Sandwich Road: the faced retention scheme is still on the cards, no further developments.

Roman Road

Two ‘geophys’ surveys have identified the road across Three Sisters and Monton Primary. Six schools are involved and the first of the school groups will start to dig on 29thJune.
